Why a Nevada-based sporting goods retailer is 
expanding to Roseville 

Minden, Nevada-based BlueZone Sports is filling
this Roseville retail space.

Despite closures by lrge retilers within his industry, the top executive o  sporting
goods store tht's coming to Roseville continues to eye expnsion.

Minden, Nevd-bsed BlueZone Sports will replce Any Mountin in the Roseville
Squre shopping center ner Interstte 80 nd Dougls Boulevrd. Any Mountin, 
ski out�tter, closed its 13,020-squre-oot Roseville site erlier this yer. 

Richrd Norris, the CEO o BlueZone, sid he sw n opportunity in Roseville ter the
ski store's closure. Any Mountin, which operted its Roseville store or seven yers,
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hd  customer bse tht needed  new retil option or ski equipment. Norris sid he
ws lso drwn to Roseville's growth, s well s its proximity to Lke Thoe.

"We wnt milies to spend time with ech other nd outside," Norris sid o
BlueZone's philosophy.

While the nme on the business will chnge, ski supplies will remin  constnt t the
retil spce t 392 Roseville Squre. Norris sid his store will eture  ull-service ski
nd snowbord shop, with retil sles s well s ski nd snowbord rentls. Those
rentls will be vilble on both  dily nd sesonl bsis.

But BlueZone will lso ocus on summer sports. The retiler will rent nd sell  vriety
o summer items, including bikes, stnd-up pddlebords nd kyks. Its retil
inventory will include thletic clothing nd ootwer s well.

The Roseville store is expected to hve  grnd opening in November. Norris sid
hiring will fluctute by seson, but he expects to employ 25 to 30 people in the winter
nd 15 to 20 people in the summer.

BlueZone hs one store ech in South Lke Thoe nd Truckee, s well s three
Nevd loctions, including the Minden o�ce. Norris expects the compny will rmp
up its e-commerce presence soon.

He's lredy considering uture expnsion in the Scrmento re. Norris sid he's
"ctively looking in Folsom" or  possible uture store site, nd "cutiously looking in
Scrmento."
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Those possible expnsion plns come mid chnges in the sporting goods sector o
retil. Mjor retilers such s Sports Authority nd Sport Chlet went out o business
in recent yers. "There ws de�nitely some sturtion," Norris sid o the ntionl
mrket. 

But he thinks there's still  plce or brick-nd-mortr retil in the industry. "There's 
need or customer interction," he sid. On its website, BlueZone sys its inventory is
"hnd-picked to be Thoe-speci�c." The compny clls the Thoe re  "blue zone," 
plce known or helth nd hppiness.

"We will hve the bsolute best o the best in terms o product selection, but we will
lso price things t vlue," Norris sid. 

BlueZone clls itsel  socilly responsible compny. Norris sid 90% o the �xtures in
the Roseville store will be repurposed, nd  portion o the store's proceeds will
support community orgniztions.

Broker Jon Ginulis o Core Commercil Rel Estte represented the lndlord in the
Roseville lese. Dickson Commercil Group represented the tennt.
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
